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      Area Inspected:
This should be very specific. If a defect occurs we need to be able to validate that the Quality Control Specialist (QCS) signed off for the work in this area. It may require that you measure from a fixed part of the structure (i.e. from the east abutment to 6 feet west of Pier #1).

   QCP #5, #8, #10:
Each of these Quality Control Points (QCP) will need two separate sign offs. One prior to applying the coat of paint to ensure proper surface cleanliness and one after applying the coat of paint to ensure proper dry film thickness.
Compressor Check:
This is only applicable when performing QCP #3 abrasive blasting or when performing QCPs #5, #8 and #10 if a conventional (non-airless) spray gun is used.
  Grit check for oil:
This is only applicable when performing QCP #3 abrasive blasting
