INSTRUCTIONS
PLEASE READ:
1.
A permit to use or occupy highway right-of-way must be obtained before any construction takes place within the state right-of-way.

2.
A permit cannot be issued to a development company, contractor, etc., for sewer and/or utility services.  Applications for these installations must be made by the local sanitary and/or water departments that serve the Utility Owner.

3.
Application for permit shall be made to the District Deputy Director c/o Utility Department.  Three (3) copies of the permit application shall be accompanied by 3 sets of detailed plans showing any existing and proposed utility installations (4 sets for freeway/Limited Access right of way crossings).  All installations shall comply with current design standards found in sections 8100 and 8200 of the ODOT Utilities Manual, current edition.  The plan shall include the minimum following items:

             a. Dimensional information showing the exact location of the proposed work along the highway, north point and scale of drawing.  Drawings should include an offset of your companies existing utilities and proposed utilities from the white edge line of the roadway.

             b. Detailed information showing exact nature of the work to be performed.

             c. Distance between edge of pavement (white edge line) and right-of-way line.  Vertical clearances if placing any aerial cable and horizontal offsets from the center line of the road.

             d. A traffic control plan as detailed as the construction merits.

4.
The company must call the local ODOT maintenance county garage the day before work will commence.

5.
A copy of the permit and plans must be in the contractor’s possession on the job while work is being performed within the State’s right-of-way.
