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The update is a general guide to the construction operations on the I-75/SR 4 interchange modernization and the 
Stanley Ave. project.  Any timeframes listed within are subject to change without notice due to changing weather or   
field conditions.  This information will be updated monthly or as needed.   
 
 

June 2008 
 
Interstate 75 - Traffic will be shifted on I-75 southbound to the northbound side around the third 
week of June.  I-75 northbound traffic will be shifted to the outside shoulder.  Once these two traffic 
shifts are complete, traffic will be running side by side separated by barrier wall on the existing 
northbound lanes of travel. This shift will occur from Main Street to Riverview will remain in this 
pattern until this winter. Traffic north of Main Street will continue to be in its current configuration. 
  
The southbound I-75 to Grand Avenue ramp will close permanently.  This closure is tentatively 
scheduled for the week of June 16th, 2008. 
  
Structures - Work continues on the new bridge over the Great Miami River which will eventually 
carry SR 4 traffic to southbound I-75 and southbound I-75 traffic to Main St.  This bridge is located 
west of the existing river bridge. 
  
Work continues on the reconstruction of the I-75 Keowee St. bridge.  Traffic on Keowee St. has 
been reduced to one lane in each direction while drainage crews install miscellaneous drainage 
items. 
  
Widening of the I-75 bridge over Leo St. continues through the end of this year. 
  
Retaining Wall construction continues at various locations throughout the project.               
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Stanley Avenue Update 
 

June 2008 
 
Interstate 75 – Traffic has been reduced to two lanes in each direction on I-75 and is shifted to the 
median of I-75 near the Stanley Ave. interchange.  This will allow for removal and replacement of 
the outside halves of the bridge over the Great Miami River.  Work progresses on the new retaining 
walls on the northwest and southeast corners of the bridge.  Portions of the new wall at the 
northwest corner have been completed.     
 
Stanley Ave. – The ramp from southbound I-75 to westbound Stanley Ave. has been closed for its 
reconstruction and for the reconstruction of the southern end of the bridge.  A temporary traffic 
signal has been installed at the intersection of Stanley Ave. and the ramp from southbound I-75.   
 
Structures – With the cofferdams in the river now in place, the contractor can access the new piers 
in the river.  Demolition of the exterior halves of the bridge over the Great Miami River is completed.  
The contractor is working on the installation of the new piers with pile driving continuing for the new 
pier footers.  After the footers are completed, the contractor will pour the concrete for the new piers.   
 
Ramps – The following ramps are closed: 

�  Northbound I-75 to Neva Dr. (permanent closure) 
�  Southbound I-75 from Neva Dr. (permanent closure) 
�  Southbound I-75 to westbound Stanley Ave. (temporary closure) 

·  The existing ramp from southbound I-75 to eastbound Stanley Ave. has been modified 
so traffic can access both eastbound and westbound Stanley Ave. from this ramp. 

�  Stanley Ave. to northbound I-75 (temporary closure) 
·  The following detour is posted:  west on Stanley Ave., north on Keowee St., east on 

Wagner Ford Rd. to I-75. 
�  Windham St. to northbound I-75 (permanent closure)
