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This publication is a general guide to the construction operations currently underway on the 70/75 interchange
reconstruction project. Any timeframes listed within are subject to change without notice due to changing weather
or field conditions. This newsletter will be updated monthly, or as needed.
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Interstate 70 — Two lanes of traffic are maintained in both directions from Airport Access to the east end of
the project at the CSX railroad, east of I-75. Crews are working on the outside of I-70 from just west of I-75
to the CSX railroad bridge. Trucks will be entering and leaving the highway from behind the portable
barrier wall. Please use extreme caution and be aware of possible stopped traffic.

Interstate 75 — Two lanes of traffic are maintained in the northbound and southbound directions from Little
York Road to US 40. Please use caution and slow down through this area. The I-75 northbound
crossover on to the southbound side is complete. Crews are working on constructing the earth retaining
walls and the northbound bridge over the I-75 southbound to I-70 eastbound ramp. Please slow down
and use extreme caution through the I-75 crossover just south of I-70.

Ramps — Crews continue to construct the I-75 southbound to I-70 eastbound ramp, retaining walls along
the 1-75 southbound to I-70 eastbound ramp, and the 1-70 eastbound to I-75 northbound ramp. Trucks will
be entering and leaving the highway from behind the concrete barrier wall. Please slow down and use
caution through these areas.
