Ohio and the New York Region
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� 2007 provisional freight data has not changed 
substantially from 2002

� Immediate issues:
� Continued understanding of the movement of 

freight and supply chain (not just single modes)
� Increase intermodal activity to reduce truck trips

� Infrastructure improvements necessary to make 
non-truck freight movements cost-effective

� Increase in export activity through eastern ports

� Working to create a 
freight network at
PANYNJ terminals to ease the flow of 
international cargo to points beyond our port.

� ExpressRail

� Improve rail movement of cargo through on-dock 
ExpressRail system

� Fully integrated intermodal transportation system

� Improve ship-to-rail transfer time

� Offer more inland destinations and a broader 
range of second-day delivery options

� Since 1999, the number of containers transported 
by rail at the PANYNJ has increased by 113%

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� In 2007 Ohio represented 27.4% of all traffic
CSX moved through the ports of NY and NJ 

� 22.9% destined for Ohio and 30.9% originating

� In 2008 CSXI added Cincinnati as a service 
location for the Ports of New York and New Jersey 

� In 2009 anticipate the opening of a new facility in 
North Baltimore, Ohio providing service to Toledo 
and Findlay
