Connections
between employer sites and residential locations

- Airports - Number of annual enplanements
- Transit - Population within service area
- Bicycle - Trails/route addressing a safety issue

- Freight - Rail or truck routes serving major industry
facilities. Water routes handling more than .25% of
US waterborne tonnage
