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After a successful “First Half ODOT and the contractor are ready to
proceed with Phase Two of improvements to State Route 315.

This year crews will make improvements to eight bridges and
approximately three miles of State Route 315 south from I-670 to the
North Broadway exit. Last year you might remember improvements
were made to SR 315 north.

Beginning June 14, construction on SR 315 south begins. Work will not
begin sooner in order to accommodate commencement at the Ohio
State University.

ODOT’s “Playbook” is your guide to help you get through the
construction work zone safely for the next three months.

Switching traffic will take around four days to complete. It will be done
in stages. Once both directions of SR 315 are switched over to the
northbound side, the traffic pattern will remain in effect for 80 days or
September 1.

There will be two lanes of traffic in both directions maintained on SR
315.

For drivers using SR 315 north, all exit ramps will remain open.
Southbound 315 travelers, there will be three exit ramps open along
the three-mile corridor.

ODOT will provide 24-hour information on the SR 315 construction
project and a phone line has been set up to handle questions and
concerns from the public.

As with all construction projects, all of the work is weather dependent
and is subject to change without prior notification.

And remember, Beat the Barrel, Follow the Game plan so you can travel
through this work zone safely!

Crews will begin closing entrance and exit ramps ramps along
the SR 315 corridor. The following entrance ramps to SR 315
north will be closed:

* |-670 east to SR315 north

Goodale Boulevard to SR 315 north
Olentangy River Road to SR 315 north
* Lane Avenue to SR 315 north

The following entrance ramps to SR 315 south will also be
closed:

» Olentangy River Road to SR 315 south
* North Broadway to SR 315 south

* Ackerman Road to SR 315 south

* Lane Avenue to SR 315 south

* 12th Avenue to SR 315 south

These ramps will be closed prior to the start of the busy morning
commute. Closing these ramps prior to the weekday commute
is safer for motorists and work crews because there are fewer
vehicles on the roadway. All lanes of SR 315 in both directions
will be open from 6:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. to accommodate the
weekday morning commute.

NOTE: Once the entrance ramps are closed, they will remain
closed until this fall.

The right lane of SR 315 north will be closed from 1-670 to the
North Broadway exit so crews can mark the pavement prior to
the traffic switch. This work will not start until after the morning
commute to lessen the impact on the motoring public.

By 9:00 a.m., the speed limit on SR 315 north will be reduced
to 45 mph between I-670 and the North Broadway exit. The
reduced speed is necessary because this is a construction work
zone with one less travel lane and ramp closures in effect.

Two lanes of State Route 315 north will close from I-670 to the
North Broadway exit. One lane of traffic will be maintained.

This will allow crews to complete pavement markings. ODOT
permits the contractor to reduce SR 315 to one lane during
overnight hours only because vehicle numbers are greatly
reduced.

A: Crews will be installing 17,000 feet of barrier wall to keep the
work zone safe.
