A Using sound absorptive materials on the highway face.
A Modifying patterns, colors and textures.
A Offering alternatives in producfsconcrete vs. fiberglass.

A Barriers are designed based on community input.

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Concrete Noise Barriers

A Absorptive material is applied on the highway view
A The surface has a porous appearance.

A Panels can have one pattern on the highway face
and a different on the residential face.

A A cap Is used to create a more finished look.

A Most often used with concrete posts.
A Posts are colored by the use of a sealer.
A Posts include a cap.

A Basic costs range from $2$23 per square foot.
