RAIN GARDEN DEMONSTRATION PROJECT

Overview

¢ In October 2008, ODOT began constructing a rain garden to treat runoff from the Central
Office parking lot at 1980 West Broad Street in Columbus, Ohio. Construction is
expected to conclude in 2009.

e The rain garden is designed to capture some storm water runoff from the parking lot and
provide treatment by filtering it through the vegetation, mulch, and a special soil. The
treated storm water continues to infiltrate into the ground or exits through an underdrain
tied to a catch basin or through a surface overflow onto the grass. See attached photos
and plans for details.

e A monitoring structure will allow for future analysis of water quality treatment results.
e This project will help ODOT accomplish the following goals:
o Reduce the discharge of pollutants in our storm water discharges.

o Meet environmental initiatives described in ODOT's Business Plan and Storm
Water Management Program Annual Report.

o Serve as a model for potential rain garden installations at other ODOT facilities
and for roadways.

o Educate ODOT employees and the public on storm water pollution.
o Provide an opportunity for equipment training for ODOT staff.
